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High Surf, Riptides

Continue fo Peril
‘Southland Beaches

Towering, waves and perilous
riptides spawned by an Antarctic
storm struck at Southern California
beaches Tuesday for. the third
straight day.

More than 3,000 persons have bzen
rescued by lifeguards since the first
big surf burst against the coastline

unday.

A check with lifeguards in Los
Angeles and Orange counties showed
at least 975 were reseued Tuesday.

By Tuesday the surge of huge
breakers was diminishing somewhat
— big waves weren't hitting as of-
ten, and weren't as high as the worst
of Sunday and Monday. But riptide
conditions were worse than ever,
and lifeguards reported no decrease
in the number of rescues.

Smaller Waves Reported

At -Santa Monica, where life-
guards pulied between 250 and 300
persons to safety, smaller waves
were reported, ‘but many victims
were czught in riptides or dr
into holes cut in the bottom by the
pounding waves,
